BOARD OF DIRECTORS' AND OFFICER’'S MEETING

Minutes of September 15, 2006 Meeting

The second quarterly meeting of the 2006/2007 Officers and Board of Directors
of the Pacific Northwest International Section (PNWIS) of the Air and Waste
Management Association (A&WMA) was held September 15, 2006 at the Harbour
Tower Hotel in Victoria, Canada. Our meeting convened at 9:05, PST.

Introduction:

Denise Newbould welcomed everyone to the meeting. We reviewed the agenda,
and proceeded with Martha Moore moved and Dave Dornbush seconded; all in
favor, none opposed, no further discussion.



Approval of Minutes:

The minutes from the PNWIS First Quarterly Board Meeting conducted on May 5-
6, 2006 in Leavenworth, Washington were accepted by Kim Marcus and seconded
by Martha; all in favor, none opposed, no further discussion.

Treasurer’'s Report - attached

Martha reviewed the current status of accounts, which includes the following (as of
September 14, 2006) 70K in checking, 3K in Wells Fargo and 74K in the EC fund.
Liabilities include PNWIS 2007 Seed Money 5K.

Environmental Challenge Fund Challenge — PNWIS & the Puget Sound Chapter
challenges individuals and chapters to make contributions to the EC fund. Puget
Sound will match all contributions (up to $5,000). PNWIS will match all
contributions (up to $10,000).

IUAPPA

Ken Reid discussed the International Union of Air Pollution Prevention and
Environmental Protection Associations (IUAPPA) holding the 16™ Triennial World
Clean Air Congress in Vancouver, BC in 2010. The core organizing committee will
consist of Alan Gertler as Technical Program Chair, Ken Stubbs as General
Conference Chair and Laurie Bates-Frymel as Local Organizing Committee Chair.
They are currently in the early stages of planning and would like to have a better
understanding of the conference by attending the 14" World Clean Air Congress in
Brisbane, Australia.

A&WMA is committed to covering airfare for Ken S. and Laurie (approximately
$2,500 each). The remainder of their expenses are registration, accommodations,
meals, and incidentals and will be approximately $2,000 each. Ken R. reported
the local chapter would also be discussing funding a portion of the trip.



Denise was interested in knowing how PNWIS would benefit from the upcoming
conference in Vancouver, BC. Ken mentioned the conference was an
international conference covering beyond the Pacific Northwest. Dave mentioned
the broad range of people the conference would attract. The conference would be
seen as an international leadership role for AAWMA and PNWIS.

Al Trbovich moves to support the travel of Ken and Laurie to the 14™ World Clean
Air Congress up to $2,000. Kathi Futornick seconds the motion; all in favor, none
opposed, no further discussion. Ken will contact Laurie and Ken and let then know
of the Board’s decision. Ken will also keep the Board up to date with the local
chapter’s funding decision and how PNWIS can support the conference.

PNWIS Logo & Letterhead

Dave proposes
